We will need to work on publicity, timing, and logistics (tables, etc.) for the potluck.  This will be an agenda item for the next Board meeting.

Library Exhibit  Ricardo will be setting up exhibit at 10AM on Saturday, May 1st.  All are welcome to come and help.

Plant Sale (Ann/Steve)  Ann has designed several extra-large pricing posters; Kinko’s donated the printing.  She will have the posters laminated and attached to foam board.  Pricing tally sheets will be made up in tablet form, 500 per tablet…..The raffle tickets will be paid for along with the plants.  Many great prizes have been donated.  The drawing will be held at 2PM; the list of winners will be published……Ann has designed a storyboard depicting the benefits of membership in our club.  This will be located with the Membership Table, the goal of which is to bring in new members. …..Ann will work with Steve and Phil to draw up a layout of the various tables and sale areas.
