Board Meeting Minutes

Thank You! (Jan)  Jan extended her thanks to 1st VP Jean McAlister for her diligence in booking speakers for our membership meetings through July 2005.  A speaker for the August 2005 meeting has not been booked pending a decision by the Board on the scheduling of the Summer/Harvest Pot Luck.  At this meeting, the Board voted to return to the month of August for the potluck……..Jan recognized 2nd VP Susan Pratt for the high degree of excellence she has brought to our membership efforts……..Gratitude was also extended to member Peter Johnsen.  Thanks to Peter’s investigations we now have access to cordless microphone equipment, and thereby, much improved audio quality for our Q&A sessions.

Treasurer’s Report (Dianne)  For the period of 9/1 through 10/25/2004, Dianne reported the following:  Income = $447.50; Expenses = $504.25; Ending Account Balance = $8174.69. 

Membership Report (Susan)  At our previous Board meeting, the question was raised regarding our non-profit status and any associated reporting requirements.  Susan has determined that we are covered by the P.H. Recreation District (PHRD) non-profit status, and that they require only a copy of our Annual Report……..Susan thanked Steve and Dianne for all their help; she is now able to produce labels from her membership list……..The new process flow of membership applications from Dianne to Susan is working very well.  From this point on “lapsed” members will need to fill out an application when renewing their membership……..Susan has produced a new waiver form that conforms to the PHRD requirements.  Forms need to be signed on the day of each event, and must be retained for one year following the event.  Susan handed over the master and copies of the waiver to Shawna……..The Board reviewed the “Interest Survey Results” compiled by Susan.  A new category will be added to the survey for members who are willing to be called with requests for help on miscellaneous and sundry activities……..Susan handed out the updated membership list.

Holiday Pot (Jan)  The number of tables will be the same as our recent October pot luck.  Additional red and green tablecloths have been purchased……..A piano player has been engaged who will play music during the dining portion of the evening and lead a sing-a-long afterwards.  Julie is looking into possibly engaging additional entertainment.

Plant Sale (Ann)  To keep the membership thinking about gearing up for the May Plant Sale, monthly reminders and propagating tips will be included in the Newsletter.

Field Trip (Shawna)  The field trip to King’s Mums in Clement is scheduled for November 6.  Steve will work with Shawna to decide on an additional nursery to include in the trip.  Shawna will have a sign-up sheet at Tuesday’s general meeting.  Car-pooling and other logistics will be provided……..A trip to Geraniaceae in Marin County is being planned for April 2005.

Community Service (Jan for Jean)  The Board discussed the suggestion that we sponsor a Lomeli statuary sale; the proceeds of the sale, in the form of stone/concrete benches, to be donated to the City of P.H.  Jean is checking with the City to determine their interest and ability to accept such a donation.  The Board agreed to table further discussion on the topic until such time as Jean reports the City’s response……..Members will be encouraged to bring houseplants to the Holiday PotLuck as contributions to our “Plants of Seniors” project.  The Board agreed to contain solicitations for houseplant contributions to our membership.

Newsletter (Eileen)  Eileen will check with Jean to obtain contact telephone numbers for the upcoming speakers……..From time-to-time, Eileen will expand the newsletter beyond one two-sided page in order to accommodate longer articles/member contributions.

Special Projects (Jan for Ricardo)  Ricardo has agreed to check with PHRD regarding the use of their website to post our club information.

Member Handbook (Steve)  Steve shared copies of the latest draft of his Member Handbook, and received a standing “O” for the wonderful job he has done.  He will have copies of the final version available at Tuesday’s meeting.  Address labels will be used to ensure that a copy of the handbook is put aside for each member.
